m the awards should have a competitive selection procedure of the
laureate

m it should be the or one of the major scientific awards within the country

m it should be awarded for scientific excellence, not for lifetime
achievements or achievements for networking

m the prizes should be awarded regularly; each year, or each 2 years at
least.

m the selected eminent scientists should have been awarded the prize
during the last 5 years (in special cases we also considered a longer
duration), to ensure that the scientists are still active in their field and
therefore interested in cooperations

m the selected scientists should have an institutional affiliation within SEA

Dr. Sri Yudawati Cahyarini

Indonesia

Dr. Yudawati Cahyarini has a doctorate degree from the University of Kiel
in Germany and works currently as a researcher at the Research Centre for
Geotechnology at the Indonesian Institute of Sciences (LIPI). She is chief
scientist of the Enggano-Indonesia coral drilling project to study the Indian
Ocean’s role in climate change.

Her research interest is in the geachemical proxy analysis of coral skelston.
The studies of paleoclimate and palecceanography focus on environmen-
tal changes in relation to pollution and sediment discharge, as well as the
impact of agriculture to the coral reef waters. In 2006, she held the post
of postdoctoral fellow at the Leibniz Institute fuer Meereswissenschaften in
Kial, Germany.

Her excellent research work has been awarded with several major research
grants, for example from the Indonesian Toray Science Foundation (ITSF) in
2007 and from the International Science Foundation (IFS) in 2009,
